Fringe mayoral hopeful found tied |

James McMillan, 46, of Brooklyn, told police he had been kidnaped by foﬁr -
to five men, pushed into a car and driven to a wooded area off the Belt Park- |
wav near the Shore Parkwav.
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A Political Attack?

Brooklyn police responding to calls of
a “‘man being lynched” on the side of
the Belt Parkway early yesterday found
a self-proclaimed mayoral candidate
tied to a tree, blindfolded and doused
wilh gasoline.

James McMillan, 46, toid detectives
he was abducted off the streets of Flat-
bush at about 2 a.m. by four or five men
who shoved him in the back of a car,
tied his hands and blindfolded him be-
fore driving him to a wooded area of the
parkway in Sheepshead Bay. McMillan
told police the men tied to him to a tree
and poured gasoline on him but did not
set him afire.

“This was a political attack,” said
one police source who spoke on the con-
dition of anonymity. McMillan told in-
vestigators the attack
interview he’d given to the cable sta-

tion New York 1,on Wetnesday. “The”

that the victim was getting involved in
issues that he has no knowledge of,”
the source said.

In campaign literature handed out at
an East Side political forum last
month, McMillan claims to have “stood
alone on the steps of City Hall” on
April 7 to announce that he was run-
ning for mayor.

McMillan, who is running under the
name Jimmy Mack, said in the litera-
ture, “‘T have had it up to here with this
system and I can’t take any more of this
administration. Under protest, I enter
the Democratic race for the Mayor of

' the City of New York.”-

political party, must file a petition of
signatures by July 15 in order to appear
on the September primary ballot. Politi-
cal experts say it is unlikely he would be
able to gather enough signatures.

While a police source said anonymous
calls to 911 described a man being
lynched, the incident has not been clas-
sified as a bias incident because McMil-
lan, who is black, described one of his
attackers as also being black and said no
racial slurs were uttered.

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‘Rambo’ jams up B’klyn Bridge

A man scaled a cable on the Brooklyn Bridge early yes-
terday, turning an already hectic rush hour into a ~ommut-
er nightmare, police said.

James (Jimmy Mack) McMillan, a self-proclaimed mayor-
al candidate, kept police at bay for over two hours with a
“Rambo style” combat knife as he demanded that a televi-
sion camera crew broadcast his message. Police allowed an
independent cameraman onto the bridge to appease Mc-
Millan.

The 48-year-old Vietnam veteran and former postal work-
er was finally talked off the bridge and taken to Kings
County Hospital for observation, police said. The incident
began about 4:.55 a.m.

Dressed in his martial arts attire,
Brooklyn’s Jimmy “Mack” McMil-
lan brought his walking campaign
for governor to Rochester yesterday.

Millan said on the steps of Roches-
ter City Hall. “I walk to the cities. I
see what's going on.”

McMillan, a retired letter-carsier
and self-described “master of the
martial arts,” is walking from Roch-
ester to Buffalo to rally support for
his long-shot campaign.

McMillan has stayed in homeless
shelters since departing from New
York City earlier this month. He
said he hopes to convince people
along the way to help him gather the
petition signatures he’ll need to
qualify for a place on the Democrat-
